VARSITY  (3.1 miles):  First mile is mostly uphill; a gradual climb, middle is downhill with flat areas, ends with about a mile of relatively flat stretches.   Includes grass, dirt road, and a small stream crossing.  



JUNIOR HIGH COURSE (1.5 miles): Begins with 


gradual slope uphill, proceeds to some gradual downhill and flat 
 surfaces for last 1/2 mile.  Mostly grass surface.
